Through a competitive process, the City of Redmond has selected Kamins Construction Inc. to complete construction on

the 50th Way Flood Reduction project. Construction is expected to begin as early as August 17 and will last for
approximately 3 months.
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planned outside of normal project hours.
e Temporary lane and driveway closures: For your safety we will provide signs and flaggers to direct traffic when
we need to close a lane. We will communicate with residents prior to any temporary driveway closures.
e Tree removal: Some trees and shrubs will be removed where they conflict with stormwater pipes near the
bottom of the hill. New trees and shrubs will be planted along the stream where they will not conflict with pipes.
e Increased truck traffic, noise, dust and vibrations: Construction activities can be noisy and dirty. During
construction there may be increased traffic from trucks driving equipment and materials into the construction
site.
